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Abstract
Information criteria such as AIC and BIC are often used in model selection. However, their asymptotic behaviors in geostatistical model selection have not been well studied, particularly under infill asymptotics based on increasing dense data observed in a fixed and bounded region. In this talk, some non-standard behaviors of information criterion are discussed under infill asymptotics.
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
